Makeup Rules

1. Only one makeup request can be submitted at a time. Multiple makeup requests can be submitted on separate sheets. 
2. Requests must be handed in-person to the instructor in the classroom within one week or next two lectures (whichever is later) of the missing event.
3. In order to be eligible for receiving a make-up credit, you should have emailed the instructor within 24 hours (or earlier in case of planned absence) making a request for makeup AND then follow up with the submission of this form.

4. The form must be completed in full or it will be returned.

5. On submission of this form, the student will receive instructions on how to make-up for the missed hw/lab in the NEXT lecture class, where the student must collect these instructions from the instructor in-person. Instructions will typically have a due date of the extra work assigned within one week.

c. (4 Points) Write an equivalent algorithm which uses a for loop instead of a while loop.  (Two algorithms are considered equivalent if given the same input, they produce the same output.)
